Assuming Competence Today (ACT) was born in February of this year, thanks to the vision of 
Suzanne Oliver and NMTSA.  The ACT Program is an academic, literacy-based program for 
children with Autism that emphasizes grade level Arizona curriculum standards, while providing 
sensory support and music therapy in the classroom. We have only been in session for nine 
weeks and already the students have blown us all away! Their intelligence, determination, and 
hard work are awe-inspiring. I feel blessed to work with such a great group of kids every day! 

The students put their hearts into all they do. With the aide of competency-based communication, 
including facilitated communication training, they are able to communicate their thoughts, feelings, 
and academic answers. The students have written five songs and over 12 class books so far. The 
best part about our school is that it is a supportive learning environment where students feel safe 
and supported while working to their potential.
